Total short suspensions in 2016 were 48,272. Of these,
20,314 were for continued disobedience and 27,958 were
for aggressive behaviour. (Note: These figures are based
on the total number of short suspensions in 2016 and
include students placed on short suspension on more
than one occasion).

Total students short suspended were 30,077. The
number of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander students

(Note: These figures are based on the total number of long
suspensions in 2016 and include students placed on long
suspension on more than one occasion).

Total students long suspended were 12,203. The number
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students long
suspended was 3,391.

Total long suspensions in 2016 were 17,340. Of these,
6,753 were for physical violence; 7,557 for persistent
misbehaviour; 1,193 for serious criminal behaviour related
to the school; 896 for possession or use of a suspected
illegal substance; 703 for use or possession of a prohibited
weapon, firearm or knife and 238 use of an implement as
a weapon, or threatening to use a weapon.
